Petition to the Government of Canada

Establish a National Carbon Budget

Whereas:

We want our children and grandchildren to have a safe and healthy world;

Canada needs to cut greenhouse gas emissions in half by 2035 and be near zero by 2040
to keep global warming to 1.5°C;

We already have affordable clean technologies to help us do this;

Canada is one of the world’s top emitters and we want to do our fair share; and

We will create many new jobs in low carbon industries.

We, the undersigned, citizens and residents of Canada, call upon the Government of Canada
to:
e Set a goal to cut greenhouse gas emissions in half by 2035 and reach near zero by 2040;
e Establish through legislation, a national carbon budget to plan Canada’s emissions; and
e Report each year on whether Canada is meeting this carbon budget.
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Guidelines
1. Must have at least 25 original signatures with valid addresses (we
recommend 30+ to be safe);
2. Must contain original signatures written directly on the document and not
pasted, taped, photocopied or otherwise transferred to it;
3. Must have at least 3 valid signatures and addresses on the first page after the
full text of the petition (again, more is better if they can be fit);
4. Must include the prayer line (the request) of the petition on each subsequent
page;
The text must not be altered or have any text added on any of the pages;
Each petitioner must sign, not print, their name directly on the petition;
Should contain signatures of residents of Canada only;
There 1s no minimum age requirement for anyone signing a petition;
If a petitioner cannot sign because of illness or a disability, this must be
noted on the petition and the note signed by a witness. Aside from this
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exception, you can only sign for yourself;

10.No photocopies, scans, e-mails etc. as petitions are only admissible in
hardcopy; and,

11.Petitions can be either double-sided or have a blank back page.
